ÂDOC:  official identifiers, demographics, dates 
of incarceration 

ÂWSIPP & OAC:  criminal history & recidivism 
conviction records 

 



Evaluation Issues 

ÂRecent beginning of program�o  low 
numbers of subjects, short follow -up 
ÂFollow-up = 1 yr + 2 months adjudication  

ÂStandard (WSIPP):  3 yrs +1 yr adjud 

Â60% of felony recidivism occurs within 1 
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ÂShort  adjudication�o some felonies for late 
applicants not yet reported  

ÂPreliminary:  1st phase of longer term 
program development & evaluation
